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Admissions Application

How to Type Out Application Responses Directly in to the Form:

1. Open PDF application file with Adobe Reader

2. On the RIGHT SIDE of the Tool Bar at the top of your Window, click on "Fill &
Sign" and/or click on the icon with a pen sign on the top right

3. Place your cursor wherever you need to fill in the spaces on the application and
then then you can click on "Add Text"

4. When complete, go to "File" and "Save as" and change file name to include your
First & Last Name. Then it's ready to email!

Before emailing your application, please submit the application fee via the
application fee link at the bottom of the Admissions page. Applications will not be
processed without the fee. The completed application form should be emailed to
admissions@madinainstitute.org. Space is limited for this program.

Requirements for Program:

= High School Diploma or GED Certificate

= Memorization of One Juz’ (Portion) of Quran. This can either be a Juz’ in it’s
entirely (such as Juz’ Amma or the 30th Juz’) or a combination of Quranic
passages which make up a Juz’ when combined (approximately 20 pages).

= Strong aptitude for both serious study of the Islamic Sciences as well as potential
to positively contribute to one’s community upon completion of the program.

Additional required materials for submission:

1. Copies of official transcripts from the highest educational institute that you
have attended (high school/college/vocational) emailed to the MI
Admissions Committee. We may also request sealed copies to be mailed to
our physical address.

2. High School Students: Submit your official standardized test scores (SAT,
ACT, etc.) directly to the Madina Institute Admissions Committee. If you
graduated from a high school outside the United States, you can either share
your TOEFL/IELTS/MELAB test of English language scores within the
application form to prove your proficiency or certify that you are proficient
in the English language. If you already have a college degree, then
standardized test scores are not required.

3. You must provide two Letter of Recommendations from people such as your
teachers, school/college administrators, or professional
colleagues/managers familiar with your educational or professional
performance. This is also applicable to homeschooled students who should



provide these letters from any individual that can vouch for their aptitude
and potential. Ask your recommenders to email the completed
recommendation directly to the Madina Institute Admissions Committee at
admissions@madinainstitute.org using the words “Letter of
Recommendation for [Student’s Full Name]” in the subject line. The
recommender must also in that letter specify in what capacity they have
known you and give their contact information inclusive of their phone
number. Note: Former students of Madina Institute’s Usul-Ud-Din Program
in good academic standing do not need to submit these recommendations.

4, If applying for financial assistance, a completed Financial Aid form must be
submitted. Please email us to request a Financial Aid application.

5. Interviews & Further Information: It is at the discretion of Madina Institute
Admissions team to interview you or request any additional information
from you.
